THE PERFECT GOLF SWING 

Address the ball with a confident air 
Grip your club gently, but waggle with flair 
Keep your head still; an immovable sphere 
Do what you must to keep your mind clear. 

 
Tuck in that elbow, keep the other arm straight 
Think of your hips as a smooth-swinging gate 
Balance your stance and when all’s right below 
Bring the club back, not too fast, not too slow. 

 
A gentle exhale is just the right thing 

To begin the flow of your downward swing 
Follow through as you finish your pivot 

Then pray that your ball goes at least past your divot!
